Medication Management - Trailblazer Program

Part of the Medication Safety Committee, Hastings Centennial Manor registered for the
Trailblazer program and has successfully completed the Trailblazer Home Certificate for the
past 9 months.

What did we do?

Hastings Centennial Manor was able to advance effective Medication Reconciliation
(MedRec) processes during the past nine months. MedRec is a component of medication
safety that can reduce communication and medication errors that have the potential to cause
harm at transitions of care. MedRec requires a systematic and comprehensive review of all
the medications a resident is taking to ensure that medications being added, changed, or
discontinued are carefully evaluated.

The Best Possible Medication History (also known as the BPMH) is the resident’s medication

use story. It is the cornerstone of MedRec when done accurately and reliably. Partnering with

residents and families to understand the residents actual medication use is a prerequisite to
safe medication management.
